From a methodological point of view, an Ukrainian language teacher should
choose such methods, techniques, tools and forms of teaching syntax, depending on
the purpose and content of teaching, which would provide a thorough understanding
of the language, promote logical thinking and speech competence of students. Their
activity in secondary school in Ukrainian language lessons can be encouraged when
they not only reproduce what they hear, but also learn to apply knowledge of the
syntax of a complex sentence, be able to solve creative and interesting problematic
tasks on their own.

Modern textbooks and manuals in the aspect of the researched problem give us
the right to state that in modern teaching not all possibilities of didactics, methods for
effective teaching of syntax are fully used. Very often in the works or stories of ninth
grade students we come across syntactic errors that are the result of insufficient
acquisition of knowledge and unformed skills.

It should be noted that syntactic errors are very diverse. They, in our opinion,
arise due to the immaturity of the relevant skills and abilities. In order to avoid these
mistakes, to get a positive result, teachers have to plan their work in a coherent
system using a holistic approach. It is important to choose the most effective
methods, technologies and techniques that would meet the educational goal. The best
study of the syntax of a complex sentence is implemented in the method of exercises
(especially creative), the educational purpose of which is to teach students to think
creatively, to teach to solve the syntactic problem in the lesson and thus help to
improve the grammar of students’ speech.

An effective learning of complex sentence syntax in secondary school includes
the creation of new tasks, namely: building an optimal linguistic model; selection of
certain methods, techniques, forms and means of teaching; practical implementation
of the proposed system of teaching the syntax of a complex sentence, because the
sentence as the basic unit of syntax combines concrete and abstract, partial and
general, performs expressive and communicative functions, so it must be considered
in several aspects: logical, structural, communicative and semantic.

The most important role in the formation of practical language skills of

secondary school students belongs to a complex sentence. If there is a connection



between theory and practice in the study of such important topics in the syntax of a
complex sentence in the 9™ grade, then students will effectively learn the syntactic
material.

Modern linguistics considers a sentence as a multifaceted syntactic unit, which
Is grammatically and intonationally designed according to the laws of language and
serves as a means of forming and expressing thoughts, feelings, and emotions. A
feature of modern approach to study a complex sentence is the presence of a set of
differential features that characterize the logical, semantic, structural, communicative
and other aspects of a complex sentence.

An important role in the formation of communicatively competent personality
and ensuring the communicative-speech activity of students is played by the study of
the syntax of a complex sentence in general secondary education.

The provisions of linguistics, considered in the article, are the linguistic basis
of the proposed system of teaching the syntax of a complex sentence in Ukrainian
language lessons in secondary school.

The multifaceted study of linguistic phenomena makes it possible to single out
their most significant features within a single direction, in their systemic connections
and relations. The analyzed theses of scientists are the linguistic basis of the proposed
system of teaching the syntax of the Ukrainian language in grades 8-9.

However, it is also important to note that these aspects do not exhaust all the
variety of approaches to the study of syntactic units. New theoretical research will
make it possible from new positions to give a comprehensive analysis and description

of the properties of sentences and syntax in general for educational purposes.
